Here, Molly Burke reflects on the ableism behind widespread accusations that disabled people are faking their conditions, emphasizing that while fraud exists, it is extremely rare compared to how often the media and public speculate about it. She critiques sensationalized news reports that encourage suspicion of disabled individuals, arguing that such coverage harms the broader community by reinforcing stereotypes and misunderstanding the spectrum of disability. Using examples ranging from veterans' benefits fraud to a Twitch streamer accused of faking paralysis, and even a blind man caught driving, she highlights how ableist assumptions, like believing blind people can't read, or wheelchair users can't stand, fuel harmful narratives. Burke insists that most disabled creators are genuine, not seeking "clout," and that society should lead with empathy and the benefit of the doubt rather than suspicion.
