The initiative includes the use of blindfolds and audio guides for sighted visitors, allowing a shared sensory experience with 1,150 objects on display.

The U.S. Department of Justice filed a lawsuit against Uber Technologies for allegedly violating the ADA by discriminating against passengers with disabilities. This development offers a cautious sense of optimism regarding the administration's commitment to disability rights, despite previous threats to reduce enforcement of these regulations.

Here, Ed Henkler explains that while vision loss is daunting, it's possible to adapt and thrive by acknowledging the emotional impact, seeking peer and professional support, and embracing structured vision rehabilitation, including Orientation & Mobility, adaptive techniques for daily living, and assistive tech. He notes that routine checkups and lifestyle changes may help delay loss, but when it occurs, practical tools like screen readers (JAWS, NVDA, VoiceOver), apps (Be My Eyes, Seeing AI), and adaptive kitchen aids can restore independence. He highlights resources such as the American Foundation for the Blind, National Federation of the Blind, and APH's VisionAware, and frames the article as the first in a two-part series (the next for caregivers, inspired by his and his mother's journey).
