A.) National Federation of the Blind Denounces Devastating Job Cuts Within the Office of Special Education and Rehabilitative Services | NFB.org | October 14, 2025

Multiple news outlets report that most federal employees within the Office of Special Education and Rehabilitative Services (OSERS) received Reduction in Force (RIF) notices on Friday, October 10. The RIF is scheduled to take effect on December 9, 2025.

B.) My Experience Trying To Take the Apex Program's CompTIA Network+ Exam at a Pearson Vue Testing Center As A Blind Woman in Canada | Donna J. Jodhan, LLB, ACSP, MBA | October 14, 2025

Here, Donna Jodhan recounts receiving a full $7,500 scholarship to the Apex Program, marketed as an accessible, 12-week path to CompTIA Network+ and Security+, and her early optimism turning to frustration. The login for course materials was inaccessible to her screen reader and, despite assurances, Apex appeared to lack a usable LMS; she ultimately received Word docs that were dated and error-filled, with no guidance on nonvisual study strategies. With help from her sighted colleague Aaron Di Blasi, she built AI-generated "Flash Tests" to master all 21 chapters, effectively creating the accessibility and pedagogy she expected Apex to provide.

C.) DOJ Shelves ADA Rulemaking On Digital Accessibility | NewEnglandBizLawUpdate.com | October 15, 2025

The Department of Justice has withdrawn two significant rulemaking efforts regarding the Americans with Disabilities Act, specifically related to digital accessibility, leaving businesses uncertain about compliance. Advocates were seeking clear guidelines for websites accessible to visually impaired users, leading to potential ongoing ADA lawsuits.

D.) Remarkable World Commentary Episode #52: Interview with Cathy Nyfors, Manager, Passenger Programs, Vancouver Airport Authority | Donna Jodhan, LLB, ACSP, MBA | October 16, 2025

In this inspiring episode of Remarkable World Commentary, Donna J. Jodhan sits down with Cathy Nyfors of the Vancouver Airport Authority to explore how YVR's non-share-capital governance keeps the community, and accessibility, at the center of every decision. Nyfors walks through the airport's co-created "Beyond Accessibility" roadmap and the philosophy of designing with lived experience: adult-size change benches and a new assisted changing place with an overhead lift; quiet/low-stim spaces; expanded tactile/Braille wayfinding; animal-relief areas; and even a yoga room. She explains how YVR's real-time "digital twin" helps teams make data-driven improvements, right down to tracking loaner wheelchairs so they're easy to find, while long-running partnerships like rehearsal tours with the Canucks Autism Network, a discreet sunflower identifier for non-visible disabilities, and the inclusive Paper Planes café (which trains neurodivergent adults) embody a human-centered approach.

This study comes to us courtesy of Editor Dr. Kirk Adams, and is, in my humble opinion, an incredibly impactful document. And one of the primary reasons that I think the new PWD Media Co-op project is so important. Using LinkedIn data on nearly 10 million members across Brazil, Canada, France, Spain, the U.K., and the U.S., the study finds that members who self-identify as having a disability have consistently weaker professional networks (0-100 score) than those who do not, with country-level gaps of ~3-13% (3.8% in the U.S., smaller than gender and socioeconomic gaps); the disparity is driven chiefly by smaller network size, non-disabled members' networks are 11-36% larger, and lower "information value," and adjusting for size roughly halves the overall gap. Gaps persist across generations and employment, but are smaller for older cohorts and for the employed; cross-country and employment differences are often larger than disability gaps (e.g., employed U.S. members with disabilities score higher than non-employed members without). Differences are minimal or even reversed for weak ties and connection closeness. Findings are descriptive, based on self-reported disability among active LinkedIn users, and not causal.
